What Qualifies for the Benefit?


  ●   Vietnam Era –  (if in the country of Vietnam)

Veteran with:






  ●   Persian Gulf –
1.) 90 days or more active duty service.



August 2, 1990 thru present
2.) One day minimum served during wartime
      period (combat zone not required).


What Aid & Attendance Can Pay
3.) An Honorable Discharge.




  ●   Surviving Spouse of a Veteran:

4.) Must be 60% or more housebound.




$1,113 pr month ($13,356 annually)

5.) Medical condition must be certified by


  ●   Healthy Veteran with ill Spouse:  

     a Doctor.









$1,360 pr month ($13,320 annually)

6.) Disability must be non-service related.


  ●   Veteran Alone:
7.) On average, must have less than $80,000



$1,732 pr month ($20,784 annually)

      in liquid assets (house & car excluded).


  ●   Veteran with Dependent Spouse:

8.) Monthly non-reimbursable medical expenses



$2,054 pr month ($24,648 annually)

     must exceed income by one dollar.
