RESPECT 
Description: RESPECT is an individual-level, client-focused, HIV prevention intervention, consisting of two brief interactive counseling sessions. The intervention is based on the Theory of Reasoned Action and Social Cognitive Theory. The provider follows a structured protocol (counselor cards) to engage in an interactive conversation with the client to: 1) determine what behaviors place the client at risk for HIV (or STDs); 2) use a “teachable moment” to increase the client’s concern about his/her personal HIV risk; and 3) develop a strategy to reduce identified risks.
The RESPECT intervention is designed to support risk reduction behaviors by increasing the client’s perception of his/her personal risks and by emphasizing incremental risk-reduction strategies. Core elements of the intervention are to conduct one-on-one counseling using the RESPECT protocol, utilize a “teachable moment” to motivate clients to change risk-taking behaviors, explore circumstances and context of a recent risk behavior to increase perception of susceptibility, negotiate an achievable step which supports the larger risk reduction goal, and implement and maintain quality assurance procedures. The intervention uses a structured protocol that guides the provider/counselor throughout the sessions. This protocol also helps address barriers to risk reduction and validate previous attempts made by the client.

Description: This 1-day didactic course addresses recent developments in the prevention, diagnosis and management of STD and typically includes a selection of the following topics: Overview of Key Trends and the Future of Prevention, Lower Genital Tract Syndromes in Women: Vaginitis and Related Conditions, Upper Genital Tract Syndromes in Women: Cervicitis and Pelvic Inflammatory Disease, Epidemiology and Clinical Aspects of Chlamydia trachomatis  and Neisseria gonorrhoea Infections, Genital Herpes:  Essentials and Updates, Genital Dermatology, Human Papillomavirus, Essentials of Syphilis, Contraception Update, Expedited Partner Therapy, Viral Hepatitis, HIV Prevention: New Testing Technologies and Prevention with Positives, STD-related Syndromes in Men, and STDs in Adolescents: Special Concerns.

Passport to Partner Services
Description: This course is an intensive skills-based application of the core Partner Services material set forth in the online module training program.  Through HIV related exercises, activities, and role-plays, providers will enhance their ability to discuss the importance of partner management, develop skills for interviewing and counseling patients with HIV in order to identify sex partners and social contacts for referral to medical evaluation, incorporate partner services into existing practices, and emphasize the importance of HIV testing and linkage to care and early treatment for those living with HIV.  Also featured is an overview of how partner notification work is conducted confidentially.
