Primary culture for transmittal to a certified laboratory.

Off-Site Laboratory Services

a.
Performed at NAME OF LAB

All laboratory and diagnostic tests ordered will be logged in the EMR

3.
Documentation of Laboratory Tests


a.
Orders are written in the patient record and shall include date, name of ordering provider, and test(s) requested.


b.
The provider will review and initial all results.  Results will be filed in the patient record.
