· Minimum of a Bachelor’s degree in an area not listed above AND HAVE
· Completed a competency course jointly approved by the Department of Health and Welfare and the Idaho Association of Developmental Disabilities Agencies that relates to the job requirements of a Developmental Specialist; AND
· Passed a competency exam approved by the Department

Experience Requirement

· A person must have a minimum of two hundred forty (240) hours of professionally supervised experience with individuals with disabilities
