Welcome & Introductions: 
· Meeting called to order by Chair Gary Moore at 2:04 PM.  
· Roll call taken: Corinne 
· Approval of November Minutes:   1st Motion to Approve: Angela Palmer
 2nd Motion: Linda Johann.  Motion Carried
Welcome  New Board Members: Chair Gary Moore welcomed new board members Ron Beecher and Commissioner Glen Bailey.  Both received a letter of welcome as new board members.
SEQUAL Group Homes Presentation: Robin Happeney gave a brief background on Sequal, a for profit company, and stated they are currently looking at economic growth and how they can better provide service in our community.  The still have two properties available in Northern Idaho and wanted suggestions from our Board for best use.  Suggestions included:
· Clean and sober housing for women who are funded through BPA and the Tribe

· Need stable Adult Group home housing

· Housing for 18-21 year olds coming out of Juvenile Corrections

· State Hospital North has 8 individuals who are ready to be discharged but have no place to go.

Discussion on capacity in each location (8 at Hayden location, 8-10 in Rathdrum) and if it was near a bus stop; houses could easily be filled in our community as long as there is a funding source.
ST. JOSEPH Medical Center Tele-Court Presentation: Fayth Dickenson and Chivonne Mraz explained the importance of Tele-Court for patients with mental health issues and the success they have had in Bonner County for the past year.  They asked our BH board what barriers were preventing tele-court in the rest of the counties in our region?  Discussion included:
· Conversations have to happen first with public defenders and judges (whose preferences tend to be “in person”).

· It can be traumatizing for a patient with mental health diagnosis to appear in court, but need to get the judges to understand that.

· Tele-Court needs to accommodate for the hard of hearing
REGIONAL BHB LEADERSHIP CALL UPDATE: Gary hit the highlights from the statewide BHB Chair call: the 3 options BHB can go under transformation were covered by Rosie and Kathy (most regions opting to partner with health districts); Ross covered legislation activity and DHW will be requesting funding for another crisis center and if approved will be done through a competitive process. Ross stated we should be paying attention to the Justice Reinvestment initiative this session, and the SHIP grant will provide opportunity to improve t6he way healthcare is delivered.
Other issues Gary covered: 

·  Awaiting partnership moving forward with Panhandle Health District
· Waiting for MOU’s from Ross

· Crisis Center Letter of support passed around and asked feedback be sent to Corinne: need this asap as JFAC meets Feb. 24th

· A Needs and Gap analysis needs to be sent to State Planning Council prior to April 24th.

BUDGET: We currently have $14957.02 to spend prior to June 1, 2015  
Suggestions for spending:

· Crisis Intervention Training (CIT) for police officers (Holly provided handout of training costs)

· ICADD scholarships for providers;  conference is May 18th this year

· CMH sub-committee to provide for a training, effecting many in our community

· Medication scholarships for clients who do not have funding

· Suicide Prevention  curriculum

MISSION STATEMENT: Due to time limits in this meeting, Gary requested all members look at the Mission statement document sent by Corinne, do some revamping, and send directly to Corinne prior to the next meeting.
SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· Legislative:  Leanne reported that her committee supports the drafted legislation for Medicaid Redesign, Medical Educational seats, and Crisis Center
Discussion on enhancing loan repayment for primary care, medical education, tele-psychiatry (Karen Kopf OPTUM discussed problems with  tele-psychiatry due to DEA and regulations because of controlled  substances), crisis center (Gary asked Corinne to send Crisis Center Article to the board).
· CMH: Lynn reported that the committee is partnering with Region 1 JJ Council to provide an the on-going trauma informed care training (same training the $4000 was requested for from our BHB budget) see specifics for project submitted by Lynn :
The CMH Sub-Committee was asked by the Juvenile Justice Council in Region 1 to take a look at partnering with them in their efforts towards gathering community stakeholders in on-going training and activities around trauma-informed schools/communities. The IJJC as part of their 3 year plan is working on getting a trip to Walla Walla where they have been highlighted nationally for their Children’s Resiliency Initiative. This program includes targeted training and school-based interventions from a trauma-informed approach. Specifically, they are using the ACE and directing their interventions based on the ACE score. They have seen significant reductions in out of school suspensions, absence rates, etc. There is also some data that suggests the efforts have had impacts on other systems as well. The idea is to gather more information to determine how we might implement something similar in Region 1. Jim Spoerloeder came to Region 1 in October and spoke for a short time. He’s able to come again, this time with a panel of 4 to talk with us. We believe we can reach a targeted audience of 300 throughout the region to include mental health professionals, school professionals, Head Start, the Juvenile Justice Community and others from all of the 5 Northern counties. The cost for a half day is $4,000. $2,800 has already been donated from the Kootenai Alliance for Children and Families and District 1 Juvenile Justice Council (their amount still needs to be voted on by the council, but it seems very probable as it is in their 3 year plan). The CMH Sub-Committee would like to partner as a co-sponsor of this event and will continue to seek other sources of funding. As a result of this training and the target audience being representatives from various child & family-serving agencies, we expect to partner in the development and implementation of trauma-informed service delivery and system of care.
