DHW  UPDATE:  Rosie Andueza
· State Planning Council readiness checklist is being revised.  (Angela stated that is should be finished and sent out within a week).
· Contracts and MOA’s can be signed without having SPC readiness approval
· SUD Budget FY 2015 will be published soon and 2016 is being worked on
(Joyce Broadsword stated the Ross said we will be asking legislators for another crisis center)
· We will be working with Recovery Idaho to get the Boise Recovery Center opened by late August or early September.  Recovery Idaho will be handling all applications for Recovery Centers across the state. CRISIS CENTER UPDATE: Claudia Miewald
· Moving forward, with the Moody Center (DHW Behavioral Health Building) as the location
· Asking Community Partners for donations for help in refurbishing the building
· Position for a Crisis Center Manager has been posted on the Kootenai Health website
· Crisis Center Board will be established sometime this summer
· The Governor was in town and visited with us about the Center’s progress
· Hoping to open by late fall, but definitely by the end of this year
· Asking the CC sub-committee for help with surveys
· Nursing staff will be available at the Crisis Center

Discussion on lack of residential and having to send kids to Southern Idaho.  Discussed changes at Anchor House which is no longer residential, but a counseling center.
· RECOVERY Center: Ron asked that the new committee report on progress at each meeting.  Nancy Irvin talked about the upcoming training for Recovery Coaching.

AGENCY REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS:
· Bob Runkle: Trinity Group homes has purchased a building in Post falls with 33 room capacity.  10 individuals are on the waiting list to enter one of their 4 homes.  Bob announced his retirement and stated the Julie Welker is now Director of Life Skills for Trinity.
· Joy Fryman, Peer support specialist: said clients are waiting too long to get help.  She announced the NAMI Picnic at the City Park on August 22nd and will send flyer to Corinne when it is available.
· Bobbie Maki Emry, PATH Peer Specialist and Director for Office of Consumer and Family Affairs: talked about trainings and scholarships for our HUB.  Passed out materials.
· Linda Haraldson, Peer Support Specialist: NAMI Idaho State conference will be in CDA on September 26th.
· Nancy Irvin, BPA: Evidence based audits will be conducted with providers statewide, to help decide how to move forward next year.
