CRISIS CENTER UPDATE:  Holly Bonwell reported that we are waiting on the Triad (Heritage, PHD, and KH) for decisions.
· Joyce Broadsword stated that she attended the Crisis Center meeting and logistics are currently being figured out.  The CDA Mayor is very supportive of the center and has Jim Hammond attending the meetings.  The goal is to have the center open by this Fall.
· Angela Palmer share BH outcomes

· Joyce stated that SHIP is progressing and will affect almost every DHW dept. in the BH division.  The health district has been very involved.
