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CLAA - Delete Activations Narrative

Updated:  01/18/03
Purpose

Authorized users access the Delete Activations (CLAA) screen to delete duplicate or incorrect claim activation records.

Access

Authorized users access this screen from the Claims sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar. CLAA displays in Query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key fields and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to update mode. Query and update are the only valid modes for this screen.

Contents

Each day, the Document Control unit delivers a list of activations from all incoming paper claims received that day. Activations identify claims to be ICRed into the system. Invalid activations cause inaccuracies in reporting and must be deleted.

The CLAA screen is used to delete unnecessary claim activations. CLAA operates in query and update mode. Query mode allows a user to access the screen and review invalid activations. Update mode allows the user to delete the invalid activations. Only authorized users are able to delete activations.

Query Mode 

To delete an activation record, a query must be performed first. The user enters the Region, Julian Date, Batch Number, Beginning Sequence Number, and Ending Sequence Number, and clicks the Retrieve button to initiate the query. If the query is successful, the screen mode changes to update and the user can proceed with the delete process. The system displays an error message if the search does not return a match, or if a key field is invalid.  

View Mode

CLAA Update Mode Description

Updated:  01/18/03

After a successful query, the user may delete the activation record(s) by clicking the De-Activate button. The screen then prompts the user to confirm the deletion. Once the deletion is confirmed, the activation records are marked for deletion and will be processed during the next claims cycle.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error. The user may also encounter cross-edit errors. A cross-edit error message will be displayed when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field.
