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DRME - Manufacturer Information Narrative

Purpose

Authorized users access the Manufacturer Information (DRME) screen to inquire, update, or add a drug manufacturer’s name, address, contact information, invoice mode information, and effective/termination dates.  On most cases the information is added to the MMIS by a tape from CMS.

Access

Authorized users access this screen through the Drug Rebate sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar.

This screen displays in query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key field(s) and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to:

· Update mode, providing the user has update authorization, or

· View mode, if the user does not have update authorization.

Authorized user’s access the screens in add mode by clicking on the Add button. If the user does not have update authorization, the Add button is grayed out.

Contents

To access the manufacturer information, the user enters the five-digit drug manufacturer code and selects the Retrieve menu option. The screen displays the drug manufacturer and address information for the selected manufacturer. To display the different address information, the user uses the VCR controls to scroll to the next address type. Address Types available in the drop-down for selection are 012 - general, 07 - legal, 05 - invoice, and 06 - financial.

	Drug manufacturer code is the first five digits of the National Drug Code (NDC). The code identifies the manufacturer.

	Invoice Mode
	Describes whether the drug manufacturer receives the invoice on paper or on tape.

	Manufacturer Name
	Drug manufacturer's name.

	Corporate name of the drug manufacturer.

	Indicates the type of address being stored.

	Internal ID for a clerk. Assigned by EDS at the time the user is added to the security system. Identifies clerk who made the last change, addition, or information request.

	Clerk Num

DRME Query/View Mode Description

Query Mode 

The screen is populated with the general, invoice, financial, and legal information for the selected manufacturer. The displayed information includes the corporation name, mailing address, contact name, phone number, and any other information available for the manufacturer. The system displays an error message if the search does not return a match, or if the key field is invalid.
View Mode

The displayed information includes the corporation name, mailing address, contact name, phone number and any other information available for the manufacturer entered.

DRME Add Mode Description

Users access DRME in add mode by selecting the Add menu option. Information is generally added to the MMIS by a tape from CMS. The user must add valid information to required fields; all other updateable fields are optional. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards. 

The system provides a blank screen to enter the new manufacturer information. The manufacturer code, address type, invoice mode, side bar, manufacturer name, invoice address, status, and begin date are mandatory fields. The user also enters the invoice contact and phone number and the financial and legal information, if available. 

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user presses OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user presses OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables. The system returns the screen to update mode after the record is saved.

DRME Update Mode Description

Users access DRME in update mode after performing a successful query. The user may make changes to all updateable fields. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

The user cannot change the Manufacturer Code key field or system-generated fields while in update mode. The user can update any other field on this screen. However, most of the updates are to the invoice mode, phone, and additional contact information (information not contained on the CMS Drug Manufacturer tape).

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user presses OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user presses OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables.
