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FNDL - Drug Manufacturer Accounts Ledger List Narrative

Updated:  06/05/03
Purpose

Authorized users use the Drug Manufacturer Accounts Ledger List (FNDL) screen to view a list of accounts payable and accounts receivable for drug manufacturers. 

Access

Users may access this screen through the Financial sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar.

All screens display in query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key field(s) and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to view mode.

Contents

Users select the screen criteria to display drug manufacturer financial information. After the associated accounts payable and accounts receivable information displays on the screen, the user views additional information for accounts receivable and accounts payable by double clicking on a particular record. The system transfers the users to the FNDA screen if they double click on the accounts payable or accounts receivable section.

FNDL Query/View Mode Description

Query Mode 

To access financial information, the user enters the drug manufacturer code and request type. The request type indicates if the user wants to see Accounts Payable, Accounts Receivable or Both payable and eceivable types. The user may further define the query by entering the Account Ledger number, Invoice #, Invoice date, or any combination of those elements. The user selects the Retrieve button to display the information that matches the entered criteria. The system displays an error message if the search does not return a match, or if the key field is invalid.

View Mode

In view mode, the user may view the accounts payable and receivable information for the criteria entered in the selection window. The user can also double click a record to view detail information on the FNDA screen. If the query results in more details than can be displayed on a single screen, the user can scroll forward and backward using the vertical scroll bar to view all segment.
