FNF9 - Financial Setup/Selection - Cash Receipts Narrative

Purpose

Authorized users access the Financial Setup/Selection--Cash Receipts (FNF9) screen to set up cash receipt financial transactions. 

Access

Authorized users access FNF9 from the FNSS screen, which is accessed through the Financial sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar. This is the only way to access this screen. 

The FNSS screen displays a list of possible financial transaction types. When the user selects a Cash Receipt Setup (CRS) transaction, the system displays the FNF9 screen for processing only transactions under the CRS transaction type. To process transactions for more than one financial transaction type, the user must exit the screen, return to FNSS, and select another financial transaction type. 

This screen displays in query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key field(s) and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to:

· Update mode, providing the user has update authorization, or

· View mode, if the user does not have update authorization.

Authorized users access the screen in add mode by clicking on the Add button. If the user does not have update authorization, the Add button will be grayed out.

Contents

A cash receipt is an accounting tool indicating money was received by the State. This money may be requested by the State or may be sent unsolicited.

The setup portion is used to initiate the financial transaction. These transactions are non-claim-specific so the detail portion of the screen is used to enter the cash receipt types. The user enters all necessary information to process the transaction and clicks on the Save button to save any changes made to the screen.

After successfully entering the necessary financial data, the system logs the cash receipt financial transaction online real-time.

	Account Type
	Type of financial account. 

	Account #
	Provider ID is a unique number assigned by the State to each provider participating in the Medicaid program. 

	CCN
	System-generated number of a financial transaction. 

	Name
	Description for the type of account.

	Xref #
	Indicates the adjustment or claim correction form control number and is used for documentation purposes only.

	Comment
	Comment area populated when a financial transaction is entered.

	Check Amt
	Total setup amount of the financial transaction.

	Check #
	Number on the check sent from the provider. 

	Cash Receipt #
	Cash Receipt Master Control number. It is the CCN assigned to the cash receipt setup transaction.

	Deposit Date
	Entered by the user on the FNF9 screen to indicate the date of deposit for the cash receipt.

	Check Date
	Date the check was received by EDS or the State.

	Transaction 
	Financial transaction code describes the transaction as TPR Carrier, Drug Rebate, Insurance Premium, Lien Holder, Provider, Client or Tax Assessment. It also describes the type of transaction.

	Description of the financial transaction code. 

	Financial Reason
	Financial reason code used for financial transactions and adjustments. Valid values can be found in the Tables Manual.

	Description for the financial reason codes.

	Funding Source
	Funding source code representing the State funding source responsible for reimbursement of the claim. Valid values are in the Tables Manual.

	CCN Status
	Description of the financial transaction status.

	Rec Type
	Used as an audit trail for the transaction. Valid values are: 'A' added to cash table, 'C' record was changed by the user at some point, 'D' user deleted the record by keying a D in the FN TXN STAT CDE field.

	Error
	The error code generated from edits.

	Status
	Determines the status of a detail line on file. Valid values: A = active; I = inactive; E = in error.

	Sequence
	Sequential number to identify the logical order number of a cash transaction detail within a CCN. 

	Disposition Amt
	Disposition amount of the financial transaction.

	Cash Receipt Type
	Cash Receipt Type Code is the value contained in the CRT field of the detail record on the FNF9 screen. 

	Changed
	Date the affected data or record segment was last changed. 

	Clerk
	Internal ID for a clerk. Assigned by EDS at the time the user is added to the security system. Identifies clerk who made the last change, addition, or information request.

	Add
	Add date of the financial transaction.

	Date the affected data or record segment was last changed.

	Internal ID for a clerk. Assigned by EDS at the time the user is added to the security system. Identifies clerk who made the last change, addition, or information request.


FNF9 Query/View Mode Description
Updated :  06/15/03

Query Mode

Authorized users access FNF9 in query mode. To access the financial transaction information, the user enters a CCN and clicks the Retrieve button. The system displays the results of the query in update mode for authorized users, or view mode for users without update authorization. The system displays an error message if the search does not return results or if the key field is invalid.

View Mode

This mode is automatically entered into if the user does not have update authorization.

Adding a Transaction

Authorized users access FNF9 in add mode by clicking on the Add button. If the user does not have update authority, the Add button will be grayed out. The system displays a blank screen for entering new information. The user enters information in the fields necessary for the transaction. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

Financial transaction codes indicate the type of transaction being performed for a CCN. The type of transaction that may be performed in this screen is a cash receipt setup.

Cash Receipt Setups

Cash receipt setup transactions are performed when the State receives a check. To set up a cash receipt, the user enters the account type, account #, transaction code, financial reason, check amt, check #, and the cash receipt type. The transaction amount of the cash receipt is equal to the amount of the incoming check. The external number on the incoming check is entered into the check # field. 

Upon successful completion of the cash receipt setup transaction, the cash receipt number is system assigned.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables. The system returns the screen to update mode after the record is saved.

Updating Transactions

Authorized users access FNF9 in update mode after performing a successful query. The user can change any updateable fields if the transaction status is ACTIVE and has not yet been interfaced to FISCAL. Key fields (Account Type, Account #, Cash Receipt Number, and CCN) and system-generated fields cannot be changed while in update mode. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

At the detail level, changes may not be made to an individual detail line. The line must be inactivated and a new one added.

The delete function provides the ability to delete cash receipt transactions set up with incorrect amounts and set them up with correct information. Deletions can only be performed for cash receipts that have not yet interfaced to FISCAL. To delete a financial transaction, the user changes the status from ACTIVE to DELETE. The deletes are logical deletes, not physical deletes meaning the transactions are still present on the tables for audit trail purposes.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables. The system returns the screen to update mode after the record is saved.
