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REUI - Level 5 Pricing Narrative

Updated:  07/08/04
Purpose

Authorized users use the Level .5 Pricing Maintenance screen (REUI) to view and update the pricing and PAC for a client’s procedure code/modifier combination.

Access

Users access this screen through the Client sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar.

This screen displays in query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key field(s) and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to:

· Update mode, providing the user has update authorization, or

· View mode, if the user does not have update authorization.

Authorized users access the screen in add mode by clicking on the Add button. If the user does not have update authorization, the Add button will be grayed out.

Contents

The REUI screen is used to access client’s Level .5 pricing information. This screen shows what pricing and PAC has been assigned to a specific procedure code/modifier.  

To view a client on the screen, the user enters the client MID.

The bottom part of this screen lists the pricing segments for a client. If more than one screen of information is available, the user scrolls forward and backward using the arrow keys to view all segments.

	Description

	MID
	Number assigned by the State's EPIC system that uniquely identifies an individual eligible for Medicaid benefits.

	Name
	Recipient Full Name

	Procedure Code
	Common procedure coding system (HCPCS & CPT) are codes used for billing supplies, materials, injections and certain services and procedures.

	Modifiers
	First procedure code modifier which defines additional information for the procedure code.

	 
	Second procedure code modifier.

	Fourth procedure code modifier.

	Error
	The error code generated from edits.

	Status
	Determines the status of a detail line on file. Valid values: A = active; I = inactive; E = in error.

	PAC
	Pricing Action Code found on the Level I, Level III, and NDC file. Identifies how the claim is to be priced.

	Amount
	Contracted amount paid to a provider, stored on the Level-.5 table.

	Begin
	Date pricing segment became effective.

	End
	Date code becomes ineffective.

	Provider #
	Provider ID is a unique number assigned by the State to each provider participating in the Medicaid program. 

	Notice Ind
	A flag to trigger a notice letter to be sent to provider, client, or both.

	Add
	Date that a specific field or segment of information was added to the Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS). 

	Changed
	Date the affected data or record segment was last changed. 

	Clerk
	Internal ID for a clerk. Assigned by EDS at the time the user is added to the security system. Identifies clerk who made the last change, addition, or information request.


REUI Query/View Mode Description
Updated :  07/08/04

Query Mode 

The user enters the MID and selects the Retrieve button. The system returns the data matching the search criteria. The system displays an error message if the search does not return a match, or if the key field is invalid.

View Mode

The MID, Procedure Code and its modifier populate the top portion of the screen and cannot be updated by the user.

The pricing segments display on the lower portion of the screen. Segments are arranged by status in alphabetical order: A (Active), E (Error), then I (Inactive). Within each status, the segments are arranged from newest to oldest.

If more than one screen of information is available, the user scrolls forward and backward using the vertical scroll bar to go up and down to view all segments.

REUI Add Mode Description

Updated:  08/12/04

Authorized users access this screen in add mode by selecting the Add button. The user must add valid information to required fields. All other updateable fields are optional. The system indicates that a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

The begin and end dates are required for all segments. The begin date must be prior to the end date and may not overlap with dates for other active segments. Dates for active segments may overlap with dates for inactive or errored segments.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks the OK button, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks the OK button, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error

When the save completes without error, the system updates the appropriate tables. The system returns the screen to update mode after the record is saved.

REUI Update Mode Description

Updated: 08/12/04

Users access this screen in update mode after performing a successful query. The user may make changes to all updateable fields. The system indicates that a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

Users revise the information by updating the Status field, PAC, end date, Provider#, or Notice Ind. The Status field indicates whether the segment is active, inactive or errored. Once the user inactivates a segment, it cannot be reactivated. 

An error value displays in the Status field when incorrect data is entered on the segment. If the user enters any other value, an error message displays. The user may not continue until the invalid data is corrected.

Entering Valid Dates

The End date field can be updated. The Begin date must occur prior to the End date. The system performs cross-edits verifying that Begin and End dates for active segments do not overlap. If an overlap occurs, an error message displays and an asterisk appears in the error field of the row where the error occurs. The user may not continue until the invalid data is corrected.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks the OK button, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. Other Information

If a provider number is entered in the provider number field, then they will receive a rate notice like the client.  If no provider number is entered or the provider number entered isn’t valid, then only the client will receive a rate notice.

The begin date must be on or after July 1, 2004.  If the date of service is prior to July 1, 2004, a prior authorization (PA) must be created.

If the End date or Provider # has been updated but the Notice Ind has not (before the Save button is clicked), the system will prompt the user with a warning message to remind them to change the Notice Ind. If the user doesn’t want to change the Notice Ind, they can click ‘No’ to continue on with the save.
