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RFCD - Compound Route of Administration Narrative

Purpose

Authorized users access the Compound Route of Administration (RFCD) screen to view, add or update the Compound Route of Administration.

Access

Users access this screen through the Reference sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar. This screen displays in query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key fields and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to:

· Update mode, providing the user has update authorization, or

· View mode, if the user does not have update authorization.

Authorized users access the screen in add mode by clicking on the Add button. If the user does not have update authorization, the Add button will be grayed out.

Contents

This screen displays base information and detail segments about the compound route. The base information includes the compound route and description. Each Detail includes Status, Compound Route, Compound Fee Begin and End Date, the date the Route was added, the last date the compound route Detail segment was changed, and the clerk ID that made that change.

	Description

	Compound Route
	Indicates the normal method by which a drug is administered. Valid values are listed in the Tables Manual 

	Therapeutic Code
	This is an FDB assigned therapeutic class that is not associated with the AHFS. 

	Error
	The error code generated from edits.

	Segment Status
	Status of a segment on a table (e.g., A = Active, I = Inactive, and E = Error).

	Therapeutic Code
	This is an FDB assigned therapeutic class that is not associated with the AHFS. 

	Compounding Fee
	Dollar amount for the compound derived from compound administration route and drug therapeutic class codes on the route of administration compound table. 

	Begin
	Effective date of the compound route segment detail.

	End
	End date of the compound route segment detail. 

	Add
	Date that a specific field or segment of information was added to the Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS). 

	Changed
	Date the affected data or record segment was last changed. 

	Clerk
	Internal ID for a clerk. Assigned by EDS at the time the user is added to the security system. Identifies clerk who made the last change, addition, or information request.


RFCD Query/View Mode Description

Query Mode 

To access general Compound Route of Administration request information, the user enters the Compound Route. To further restrict the search, the user may enter the Therapeutic code.

After entering the selection criteria, the user clicks the Retrieve button and the system performs a query and displays the results. The system displays an error message if the search does not return a match, or if the selection criteria are invalid. Authorized users access the results of a successful query in update mode, while unauthorized users may view the results in view mode.

View Mode

In view mode, the user may view the general information concerning a Compound Route of Administration. The detail segments display Status, Compound Fee, Begin and End Date, the date the Route was added, the last date the Compound Route Detail segment was changed, and the clerk ID that made that change.

RFCD Add Mode Description

Add Mode Description

Users access RFCD in add mode by clicking the Add button. The user must add valid information to required fields. All other updateable fields are optional. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards. 

Entering Compound Route of Administration Information 

When adding Compound Route of Administration, the user must first complete the header information on the RFCD screen. The screen contains data elements relevant to Compound Route of Administration. Some fields are generated by the system and others are required fields that must contain valid values to complete the add process.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables. The new segments appear in order by effective date. The screen remains in add mode until the user changes the mode setting using the action buttons.

RFCD Update Mode Description

The user enters the RFCD screen automatically in query mode. Once a valid query is performed, the screen is in update mode if the user has update authority for the screen (see query section to perform a query). The user may make changes to all updateable fields. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards. 

Key fields cannot be changed. The user may modify Status and the End date. 

To add an additional therapeutic code for a route, the user right clicks in the detail section and selects Add from the pop-up menu. The required fields are Therapeutic Code, Compound Fee, Begin date and End date. Status, Add, last Changed, and Clerk are default fields.

Authorized users cannot delete Compound Route of Administration segments from the file. This allows an audit trail to be maintained. Authorized users can make Compound Route segments inactive. The user modifies the status field to inactive. The user may also render a Compound Route segment inactive by entering in an effective end date.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error; the user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables. The system returns the screen to update mode after the record is saved.
