Radon Testing Information 

The Division of Health is unable to furnish radon testing devices or endorse any companies that sell testing equipment. However, we can supply a list of testing and mitigating companies in the State of Idaho and surrounding areas that provide services to Idahoans. 
The list is provided for information purposes only and is not intended as a complete listing. The inclusion of a company on this list should not be interpreted as a certification or accreditation of that company. Some companies have successfully participated in a Radon Proficiency Program (LISTED). All companies are encouraged to participate in one of these programs, although Idaho does not have any requirements for certification of testers or mitigators.
If you incur a problem with a company, please call us at the number below, or the Region 10 EPA office (800-424-4EPA) to report the problem.

	EPA Recommendations Included in the "Citizen's Guide to Radon"

	Step One
	"Take a short-term test. If your result is 4 picocuries per liter (pCi/L) or higher, take a follow-up test to be sure."

	Step Two
	"Follow up with either a long-term or a second short-term test: For a better understanding of your year-round average radon level, take a long-term test. If you need results quickly, take a second short-term test."
Step Two is followed by this comment: "The higher your initial short-term test result, the more certain you can be that you should take a short-term rather than a long-term follow up test. If your first short-term test result is several times the action level -- for example, about 10 pCi/l or higher -- you should take a second short-term test immediately."

	Step Three
	"If you followed up with a long-term test: Fix your home if your long-term test result is 4 pCi/l or more. If you followed up with a second short-term test: The higher your short-term results, the more certain you can be that you should fix your home. Consider fixing your home if the average of your first and second test is 4 pCi/l or higher."
