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TPNC - Force Pay Criteria Setup Narrative

Purpose

Authorized users use the Force Pay Criteria Setup (TPNC) screen to maintain coverage codes that should never be cost avoided or paid and chased. 

Access

Authorized  users access TPNC through the TPL sub-menu under MMIS on the main menu title bar.

This screen displays in query mode upon access. Once the user enters information into the key fields and clicks the Retrieve button, the screen mode changes to:

· Update mode, providing the user has update authorization; or

· View mode, if the user does not have update authorization.

Authorized users access the screen in add mode by clicking on the Add button. If the user does not have update authorization, the Add button will be grayed out.

Contents

This screen allows the user to create a relationship between a Coverage Code and a list or series of lists. For each list, the items in the list can be included or excluded from the Coverage Code. 

These Coverage Codes are used as part of the  Force Pay transaction.. The Coverage Code Setup process allows the State to specify what criteria makes up a Force Pay situation. This criteria is used for determining never cost avoid and pay and chase items. These coverage codes are used as input to the claims engine force pay process. The list criteria for the coverage code is compared against the claim data. The claim's information determines if the claim should force pay. 
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TPNC Field Descriptions

	Screen Field
	Description

	Coverage Code
	Plan code represents system plans used by Healthy Connections (Benefit Package) and TPR (Coverage Code) to represent a grouping of Lists which make up a grouping of services.

	Coverage Description
	Description for a system plan.

	Error
	Indicates whether the file contained errors or not. Valid values are YES and NO.

	Status
	Determines the status of a detail line on file. Valid values: A = active; I = inactive; E = in error.

	List  
	Number used as sequentially assigned key to all lists in the system.

	Type
	Identifies the type of list the list number represents.

	I/E
	Indicates whether or not the items in the list are included or excluded in the plan.

	Begin
	Date the code becomes effective.

	End
	Date the code becomes ineffective.

	Add
	Date that a specific field or segment of information was added to the Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS).

TPNC Query/View Mode Description

Query Mode

The user enters the Coverage Code as the selection criteria. The user clicks on the Retrieve button and the system returns the data matching the search criteria. The system displays an error message if the search does not return a match, or if the key field is invalid.

Users click on the drop-down if they are unsure of the Coverage Code. The user selects a coverage code to query.

View Mode

In view mode, the user may view the Force Pay Criteria Setup coverage codes specific to never cost-avoid situations. If more than one screen of coverage details is available, the user scrolls forward and backward using the scroll bar to view all segments.

TPNC Add Mode Description

The user accesses TPNC in add mode by clicking on the Add button. The user must add valid information to required fields. All other updateable fields are optional. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

Adding Coverage Code Information 

The Never Cost Avoid or Pay and Chase Setup that applies to the Coverage Code is determined by the information entered in the Include/Exclude portion of the screen. If the list Include/Exclude indicator says Include, the information on the corresponding list is included in the coverage code so the item would match the Force Pay Criteria. (Not set the TPL edit.) If the list Include/Exclude indicator says Exclude, the information on the corresponding list is excluded from the coverage code and the item would not match the Force Pay Criteria so it would be cost avoided. (Set the TPL edit). 

To add additional detail segments, the user right-clicks any where in the Coverage Detail area. Refer to the right-click section of PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on how to use right-click function.
Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error. The user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.

When the save completes without errors, the system updates the appropriate tables. The system returns the screen to update mode after the record is saved.

TPNC Update Mode Description

Authorized users access TPNC in update mode after performing a successful query. The user may make changes to all updateable fields. The system indicates a field is updateable by its color. Refer to the PowerBuilder Appendix for more information on color standards.

Updating Criteria

To close a record, the user selects the proper coverage code, and enters the end date of the lists in the Coverage Code.

To update a coverage code list, users enter a new list number to further define the coverage. 

Lists added to a Coverage Code remain indefinitely. If a list has been added to the Coverage Code, the user removes the list by placing an end date in the end field or changing the status of the list to inactive.

A claim type list must be active at all times. Create the new Claim type list and then end date the old claim type list.

Deleting Segment

There is no Delete Row functionality available after this information has been saved for this screen.  If the information has been saved, error the row and re-enter the correct information.

To delete a detail row segment the user must be in the Add or update mode and delete information prior to saving.  

For delete detail row functionality refer to the Right-Click Button section of the PowerBuilder Appendix.

Invalid Data

The system prompts the user if validation problems exist with the data entered on a field-by-field basis. If the user entered the data in error, the system displays a message explaining the nature of the error and does not advance the cursor to the next field until the user corrects the error. Field validation errors are only one type of error. The user may encounter other errors when saving the information.

Saving the Request

The user clicks the Save button to save the information. The system may alert the user if errors other than field validation errors are present. The system may provide:

· A cross-edit error message, which occurs when information in one field conflicts with information entered in another field. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system positions the cursor in one of the fields containing the error.

· A detail segment error indicator, which occurs when information conflicts in multiple detail segments. The system displays an error message. The user clicks OK, the error message clears, and the system displays an asterisk (*) in the error column of the first detail segment containing an error.
