Legislative/Central Office updates – Rosie Andueza
· State Planning Council website has lots of helpful information for the regional Boards.

· There were no SUD rules changes to report yet.
· IDAPA rules are being reviewed and changes will be made. There will be some public input meetings starting in January that will involve both mental health and substance use disorder providers.
· SUD providers who want to be involved should do so.
· The SUD budget is actually 33.3% percent despite what the report that was distributed says. 
· There have been several public presentations regarding the ATR 4 grant that focus’ on the homeless.  The purpose of these presentations was to inform the referral sources regarding accessing the grant. An individual will access the grant through service providers such as Central District Health or another agency who will call BPA with the client.  BPA will screen the client over the phone to find out if they qualify.  The “Block Grant” will continue to serve individuals who are involved with Child Protection but are not court ordered and the ATR 4 grant will be used to serve the Child Protection clients who are court ordered. Criminal justice involved veterans is another population that will be served. Residential care will not be able to be paid through this grant.
· The referral for SUD services to a private provider depends on the client’s choice of provider; the agency of choice will be sent a referral in WITS.


State Planning Council update – Rick Huber
· Planning council has worked on several documents to assist the Board in moving forward.
· A review committee will be formed which will review applications from Regions as they either partner with another agency or become their own governmental agency.

· Located at 801 2nd Ave. N.; 736-0918
· The Magic Valley Fellowship Hall has 501c3 status.
· There is many more people needing treatment than are being treated.
· The Magic Valley Fellowship Hall was started as a place where people could go for support and treatment. 
· There is a program, “Bridge the Gap” which is designed to help people leaving prison.
· There are classes already being offered for those who suffer from anxiety, HIV, or HEPC; these classes are free of charge.
· It is much less expensive to help people get better than to pay for their care in prison.
· Helping someone in recovery helps the family and others associated with the person in recovery.
· A 24 hour staff will be available to assist people as they come out of prison and mental health hospitals.
· They help people get to their meetings and have a Life Recovery coach full time.
· The Magic Valley Fellowship Hall is seeking grants for future funding.

Discussion:
	Summary of subcommittee meetings:

Steering Committee: Originally the Steering Committee was looking at whether we would create our own entity or partner with another governmental agency.  Once a Mission and Vision is created this group might have more of an idea where to go from there.

Crisis Center/Education and Awareness:  These groups were merged for today. The Education Awareness Committee is formulating a Speakers List as well as a creating a providers list so people can be informed of things happening in our area. The public in general can be informed via the newspaper, library, etc. It was brought up that the Board is a little unsure which direction it is going and maybe we should wait to invite the public openly.  Another suggestion was that we could certainly use the public input as we formulate what direction we need to move and what is needed in the community.

Gaps:  A Crisis and Homeless shelter that is easier to access is a need in our area. There is also a need to have CIT (Crisis Intervention Team) Trained officers. The next 40 hour CIT Training is scheduled for March.
